Intuition and Law of Cause and Effect

Have you heard of the Law of Cause and Effect? It’s also
known as what you reap you sow, what you put out comes
back to you, and what goes around comes around.

Your intuition informs you about the cause (root) of an event
and the effect (consequence or outcome). For example, what
causes you to date or marry someone? Your intuition replies,
“It’s for love (or companionship, money, power, etc.).”

What is the effect? Your intuition replies, “It will last because
of love (or compatibility, mutual respect, friendship, etc.). Or
“It will not last because of incompatibility (or financial diffi-
culties, emotional distance, abuse, etc.).”

The Law of Cause and Effect never changes, and your intui-
tion communicates the truth, whether you accept or reject it.
